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STEPS TO FOLLOW FOR

A SUCCESSFUL APPEAL

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1. SHOW THE VIDEO ON KICK-OFF WEEKEND: FEBRUARY 3-4

e Every family should be asked to participate in the Appeal.

e Don't worry about a perfect presentation of the video. It is more important to highlight the
importance of the Appeal by pausing to reflect on it. Even if your worship space does not
create the most optimal viewing or listening environment, the importance of the Appeal
will not be lost.

e Ask for anincrease in participation to help reach our goal of $10 million.

e You can post information about the CCA Kick-Off, including the 2024 video, on your
website or social media platforms.

2. PERSONALIZE THE MESSAGE FOR PARISHIONERS

e Reflect on the reasons why you, the pastor, support the Appeal, and publicly comment on
making your own gift. Perhaps tell a personal anecdote about your experiences with a
beneficiary of the appeal.

e Mention a few of the ministries supported by the Catholic Charities Appeal, focusing on
how the Appeal gives hope to many in need, especially the poorest amongst us. Explain
how the Archdiocese helps to provide resources to help thousands of people and that we
need everyone to help now more than ever.

e Mention that the Appeal benefits numerous organizations and ministries in Social
Services; Evangelization; Special Education; Mission Parishes; Sick and Retired Priests.

e Mention the CCA’s theme of “Giving Hope to All.” Parishioners make the Appeal possible
and their gifts are helping millions in need.

3. THANK PAST CONTRIBUTORS
e This is a general Appeal that should have broad support throughout the Archdiocese;
invite every family to make a gift and thank them for their past support.
e Invite the parishioners to joyfully share in every ministry of the local Church by giving a
gift to share in all we do.
e Stress the importance of giving a gift of substance and sacrifice according to their
means.

4. KEEP THE APPEAL IN FRONT OF THE PARISHIONERS

e Use the announcements, bulletin inserts and other information provided.

e Post your Appeal progress toward your parish target in your bulletin (bi-weekly for several
months, starting in March).

e Mention the Parish’s progress periodically during announcements throughout the Appeal

e This site is updated weekly on Fridays throughout the year.

e Use the CCA social media toolkit and post updates, reminders and other important
information on your parish’s website, Facebook page, Twitter and Instagram.

5. LEAD THE PARISH IN PRAYER FOR THE SUCCESS OF THE APPEAL
e Incorporate the Prayers of the Faithful into the liturgy.
e Offer to keep the parishioners in your prayers as they consider making their gifts.
e Always ask the parishioners to reflect on the blessings they have been given and their call
to stewardship in their consideration of their donation.
e Ask the parishioners to offer their prayers for the success of the Appeal and for all those
who are able to minister because of the Appeal.

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PARTICIPATION AND FINANCIAL TARGET

The financial goal of the 2024 Catholic Charities Appeal has been valued at $10,000,000. In order
to maintain adequate funding to the “traditional” ministries which received Catholic Charities
funding in the past, up to $10 million will be reserved for their needs.

PARISH GOALS
Careful consideration has been given to each parish when assigning goals. An appeal goal process
will remain in place to ensure each parish has a maximum chance for success.

The CCA Parish Coordinator:

e Places the In-Pew pledge forms in the pews before Mass on In-Pew Weekend;

e Oversees audio-visual equipment for Kick-Off Weekend,;

e Works with parish staff on the Prayers of the Faithful, for timely bulletin announcements
showing parish Appeal progress, and publishing bulletin inserts throughout the year;

e Helps with follow-up: letter writing if needed, calling past and potential donors, and
getting updates on parish progress toward goal;

e Shares Appeal information with parishioners via website, email or social mediq;

e Stays in touch with the CCA team from The Catholic Foundation of Greater Philadelphia
to help promote the Appeal.

parishes through outreach, events, etc.

INDIVIDUAL PARISH TECHNIQUES THAT WORK:

e Participate in a Speaker Weekend. Having someone speak at your parish with first-hand
knowledge and experience of how the Catholic Charities Appeal has changed their reality is
extremely effective;

e Use bulletin announcements, Prayers of the Faithful, posters, and pulpit announcements;

¢ Make a personal presentation in conjunction with the Appeal video;

e Show the Appeal video, use the celebrant’s script to endorse the Appeal and encourage full
participation;

e Have two In-Pew weekends for parishes with multiple worship sites;

e Thank parishioners often for their generosity and support, from the pulpit, in person, through
written notes, etc;

e Continue to keep the Appeal in front of parishioners through bulletin updates, etc;

e Consult with The Catholic Foundation of Greater Philadelphia about appropriate follow-up
activities based on reporting and results.

BEST PRACTICES

PARISH APPEAL COORDINATORS
In order to ensure the success and sustainability of the 2024 Catholic Charities Appeal, we
encourage all parishes to designate a CCA Parish Coordinator. This person should be passionate
and responsible in answering the call to help us communicate the CCA to the rest of your parish and
your parishioners. The CCA Parish Coordinator should:
* Have access to a parish or personal email that they will check often, as email updates and
information are sent out bi-weekly;
*  Visit the CCA website regularly to check the updates regarding your parish goals—
www.catholiccharitiesappeal.org/parishreports;
*  Attend the CCA Informational Open House and be responsible for the CCA materials;
* Request Parish Donor Reports when appropriate to check the status of CCA donations
among your parishioners;
*+ Keep in contact with the CCA via email (cca@cthecfgp.org) with any questions or
updates regarding the Appeal within your parish.
